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Introduction

The purpose of this Fire Manual is to provide guidelines for the operation of the Stone Church Volunteer Fire Department.

This manual is designed to be used by every member of the department.  It is designed to enable each and every member to represent the profession and the department in a professional manner.

Each member of the department is the standard by which the entire department is judged by the community.  The performance of each individual member is the basis for that judgemnet.  All members should strive for the highest possible standard in all phases of fire service.

This manual will attempt to cover only the most common operations of the fire department.  Each firefighter and each incident must be considered separately, so this manual in no way should be interpreted in a manner that takes away any individual member’s ability to make independent decisions.

Whenever possible, departmental  policies and procedures should be followed.  However, If an incident indicates the need to make a decision based on the member’s best judgement, the firefighter is not, and will not be, restricted by the issuance of this manual.  No manual, however detailed, can be used as a substitute for good judgement.

Upon joining the department it is important that you have an understanding of the resposibilities imposed upon you and the confidence placed in you.  This position can not be considered to be just a “Hobby”.

You will hold a position of trust.  It will be your responsibility to protect the life and property of the citizens of this community.  The professional performance of you’re  duty is the guage that shows you have been faithful to that trust.

Always strive to learn more and never allow yourself to feel that you know all you need to know because if you do you will become a danger to yourself, youre   fellow   firefighters, and the community you serve.

At no time shall this document go above The Stone Church Volunteer Fire Department by-laws.  This document may be changed as needed at any departmental business meeting by majority vote. 
This Document needs to be reviewed and updated quarterly.  All members that feel something in this document needs review should contact the  SOG committee 

Mission Statement

the members of the Stone Church volunteer fire department shall strive to protect the lives and property of the citizens of the community  through fire suppression services, pre fire planning, and public education.  we will serve this community to the best of our abilities and training.  we are commited to continuously improving our understanding of the properties of fire and the fire prevention needs of our residents, the surrounding communities, and the state of West Virginia.

Code Of Ethics 
As a member of Stone Church Volunteer Fire Department, I shall:

Strive to conduct department business and official life in a manner that shall inspire public confidence.

Strive to never allow personal gain or personal profit to be derived from my association with the Stone Church VFD.

Strive to consider fellow firefighters by the standards we have chosen to maintain.

Strive never to jeopardize the lives or safety of my fellow firefighters.

Strive to possess the knowledge to perform my job and make the most of opportunities to learn more about my duties.

Strive to continually improve myself professionally.

Strive to avoid associations with businesses or persons whose goals are inconsistent with the performance of a firefighter.

Strive to never make claims of qualifications i do not possess.

Strive to pledge my loyalty to my community, other firefighters, and the Stone Church VFD.

New Members
Qualifications:

· Must be 18 years of age.
· Must not have any felony convictions or pending felony charges
All new members shall be on a probationary status during the first six months of membership.  Probationary status may be extended or shortened pending completion of the state minimum requirments for level 1 firefighter . 
Probation shall begin once an approved background check is completed by police department. (Following Business Meeting). If a background check is not approved, probationary membership will be declined. 
During probationary membership, operation of department vehicles, equipment will be strictly prohibited, unless under the direct supervision of a department officer.  (Failure to comply with this rule is a direct violation of the rules set forth by department policy.)
Probationary member will be assigned a pager and or radio. (Depending on availabilty)

At the end of new member(s) six month probationary period, if member has completed the departments basic training and medical requirements.  the member(s) will be granted voting rights.  However, if probationary member(s) fails to complete ALL requirements of the departments basic training and medical requirements, the probationary membership will be evaluated by the chief or designated officer to determin if the probation period will be extended.
Job Descriptions
The Stone Church VFD is staffed entirely by volunteer members.  These members have a variety of duties and job descriptions.

Chief- A firefighter which has the highest level of authority at a fire scene and is responsible for the general operations of the fire service.
 Assistant Chief- A firefighter which has the second highest level of authority at a fire scene and is responsible for assisting the chief in general operations of the fire service.  This member is in charge in the chief’s absence. 

Captain- A firefighter which assists the chiefs at the fire scene and is responsible for assisting the chief in the general operations of the fire service. This member is in charge in chief or assistant chiefs absence.
Lieutenant- A firefighter which assists the chiefs at the fire scene and is responsible for assisting the chief in the general operations of the fire service. This member is in charge in the abcence of the chief, assistant chief or captain.
Safety Officer- A Firefighter which has command of all safety related functions of the fire service on and off the fire scene. This member shall implement all safety guidelines and procedures through training and fireground activities.
Training Officer- Officers that are responsible for organizing training for the other members.

Firefighters- Any person  qualified by the Stone Church VFD and the state of West Virginia to respond to any emergency.
Driver operator

A. The  driver operator shall be 18 years of age and hold a valid   West Virginia driver’s license with a good driving record.
B.  The  driver operator shall have a working knowledge of the vehicle that they are assigned to remove from the station.

C. The  driver operator should have knowledge of the water supply, friction loss, Fire Apparatus  Placement, And equipment on the apparatus, hydraulics and pumps, as needed, for the vehicle which they operate.

D. The  driver operator shall operate the vehicle at the scene until the incident is secured or is properly relieved by the incident commander 

E.  The  driver operator should have knowledge of geographic area protected by the department.

F. The driver operator shall verify that the apparatus is serviced as needed after every use.

G. The  driver operator shall obey the traffic laws of the state of West Virginia when operating apparatus in both emergency and non-emergency response situations.

H. The Driver Operator should not move any fire apperatus that is involved in an accident; They shall contact the proper authorities and shall assist the chief or commanding officer in filling out an accident report.

Firefighter

A. Firefighters shall be 18 years old.  
B. Firefighters shall have a valid West Virginia driver’s license or Valid West Virginia ID.
C. Firefighters shall be responsible to all of the ranks that are higher than that of a firefighter.

D. Firefighters shall carry out the orders given by superior officers.

(Firefighter must be confortable performing assigned task(s)
E. Firefighters when reporting to an emergency scene shall locate the senior officer and report to that officer.

F. Firefighters shall be fully bunkered out before responding to any incident.

G. Firefighters shall have the ability to establish and maintain an                      effective working relationship with others.

H. Firefighters shall cause all fires to be extinguished, with the least possible danger to life and property, prevent unnecessary damage by water or other extinguishing agents, take proper precautions to prevent rekindle and to leave the premises in a safe condition.

Statement of Policy

It is Stone Church VFD policy to provide a safe and healthy enviorment for every member and abide by the accident prevention regulations set forth by Federal, State and local goverments.  We are sincerely interested in the safety and welfare of our members and believe that accident prevention is essential in maintaining an efficient operation.

It is this organization’s requirement that all safety rules be strictly observed at all times, although it is impossible to publish a rule to cover every Circumstance.  If a safety rule has been omitted or overlooked, it does not excuse carelessness or lack of common sense in the performance of job duties. 

You are urged to cooperate fully.  Abuse of, or a disregard for rules is a violation of Stone Church VFD  policy and will be treated accordingly.  YOUR HELP in preventing accidents benefits not only yourself, but also your fellow member and the public, and we should all strive to make this organization accident free.

Only the highest ranking officer of the department shall comment to the media with regard to the call. The following generalities shall be used:

Key Safety Behaviors
· Drive Defensively

· Drive slower rather than faster

· intersection: if you can’t see, stop

· always wear your seat belt

· wear full gear

· don’t ever breath smoke

· attack with a sesible level of aggression

· always work under command-  NO FREELANCING

· keep your crew intact

· maintain a communication link with your command

· always have an escape route (hose line / life line)

· never go beyond your air supply

· use a big enough and long enough line

· evaluate the hazard—know the risk you are taking

· follow standard fireground procedures at all times

· know and be a part of the plan

· vent early and vent often

· provide lights for the work area

· if it’s heavy, get help

· always watch your fireground position

· look and listen for signs of collapse

· rehab fatigued firefighters

· pay attention at all times

· everybody takes care of everybody else

· always use all personal protective equipment
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Safety Rules
1. Whenever you are involved in an accident that results in personal injury or damage to property, no matter how minor, the accident shall be reported immediatelyto the officer in charge.  First aid treatment must be done promptly.
2. report immediately any condition or practice you believe has the potential to cause injury or damage to personnel or equipment.

3. do not operate any equipment, WHICH IN your opinion, is not safe.

4. All safety and personal protective equipment (PPE) shall be used when appropriate.  All PPE must be maintained in safe working condition.
5. obey all departments rules, govermental regulations, signs, markings and instructions.  Be particularly familiar with those that apply directly to you.

6. When involved in any lifting procedure, use the approved lifting techniques, i.e., bend your knees, grasp the load firmly, then raise the load, keeping your back as straight as possible.  Obtain help from another member when lifting heavy loads.

7. Do not engage in horseplay.  Do not distract others from performing their tasks.

8. Always use the right tool and equipment for the job.  Use only those tools with which you are thoroughly familiar and have been trained to use.

9. good housekeeping should always be practiced.  Return all tools, equipment, materials, etc…. to their proper places, ready for use. 

Sexual Harassment Policy
PURPOSE  The  intent of this policy is to advise individuals  in The Stone Church VFD  that they are entitled to an environment that is free from sexual harassment.

Policy: Stone Church VFD requires all members to read and understand the policy on sexual harassment. 

Sexual harassment is not merely offensive but it is a form of discrimination in violation of Federal and State Law. 

Definitions:

SEXUAL HARASSMENT:
ANY UNWANTED VERBAL OR PHYSICAL ADVANCES, SEXUALLY EXPLICIT DEROGATORY STATEMENTS, OR SEXUALLY DISCRIMINATORY REMARKS MADE BY SOMEONE IN A VOLUNTEER SETTING  OR TRAINING SETTING WHICH ARE OFFENSIVE OR OBJECTIONABLE TO THE RECIPIENT, CAUSE THE RECIPIENT DISCOMFORT OR HUMILIATION, OR INTERFERE WITH THE RECIPIENT'S DUTIES, PERFORMANCE OR TRAINING  PROGRESS.

It may include:
Visual harassment; posters, magazines, calendars etc 

Verbal harassment or abuse: repeated requests for dates, lewd comments sexually explicit jokes, whistling etc. 

Written Harassment: Love poems, letters, graffiti 

Offensive gestures 

Subtle pressure for sexual activities 

Unnecessary touching, patting, pinching or kissing. 

Leering or ogling 

Brushing up against another's body. 

Promise of promotions, favorable performance evaluations or grades, etc in return for sexual favors 

Demanding sexual favors accompanied by implied or overt threats to a person's job, promotion, performance evaluation, grade, etc. 

Physical assault, rape.

It is the policy of the Stone Church VFD to treat its volunteers with respect and dignity and to provide a working environment free of discrimination and harassment. The Stone Church VFD therefore prohibits all forms of sexual harassment at the station or on scene. This policy applies to all members of the Stone Church VFD. In the event a member of the Stone Church VFD is sexually harassed it should be reported to the chief immediately.  Any volunteer(s) who has been found, after investigation, to have sexually harassed another volunteer will be subject to disciplinary action up to and including discharge.
Smoking and smokeless
tobacco products policy
There shall be no smoking or use of smokeless tobacco products at any time in any of the Stone Church Volunteer Fire Departments apparatus.  There will be no smoking or use of smokeless tobacco products in  any other place the fire department is present where smoking and smokeless tobacco products are prohibited.
Dispose of butts in proper containers.  This does not mean on the grass or the street.
GENERAL Rules And Regulations

Purpose
These rules and regulations are meant as guidelines for general operations of the Stone Church VFD.  These rules shall not add to nor take away from the ability of the members of this department to use their best judgment in making the decisions necessary to provide for the operation of the Stone Church VFD.  These rules are not intended to limit a member from taking action that a Reasonable  Person  would be expected to take whether by necessity or other circumstances that may require individual decision making skills.

Scope
A. These rules and regulations apply to all members of the Stone Church VFD
B. All personnel connected with the Stone Church VFD are expected to abide by these rules and regulations.

     Enforcement 
C. The process as established by the department policy and the chain of command shall do enforcemnet of these rules and regulations.

D.  Enforcement of these rules and regulations shall be as designated by the chief of the department and the officers of the department.

E. The enforcement of these rules and regulations will be accomplished as follows: 
·  verbal warning (Notation In Members File)

·  written warning will follow with a copy placed in the members file.
·     Suspension   (Until Member appears before Fire Dept. Board of Directors For possible Terms of renstatement or dismisal.)  
Members who are placed on suspension are not eligible to vote in department matters.  however, MEMBERS must continue to attend Business and Training Meetings.
Chain of command

A. The chain of command of the fire department is that order of chain of vested authority by which the business and operations of the department shall be conducted.

B. It serves the function of allowing information to flow in an orderly manner from firefighter to chief and to all steps between.

C. The chain of command is that process used for all orders, grievances, request, etc…  And its proper use by all members of the department is both necessary and mandatory.

D. The proper use of the chain of command depends upon members of the   department working within their assigned sphere of authority and responsibility. 

E. Abuse of, or a disregard for, The chain of command is a viloation of the Stone Church VFD Guidelines and will be treated accordingly.

· boots 
· helmet

· gloves
unless otherwise released by officer in charge.
Infection Control Guidelines

The following is issued to re-emphasize to firefighters the appropriate methods of limiting exposure to infectious diseases.

Guidelines

The following precautions are suggested as basic sanitary measures applicable to the handling of patients:

A. assume that all patients may have a communicable disease;

B. assume that all blood is potentially infected;

C. for patients known to have a communicable disease, inform medical personnel (if applicable) and the receiving hospital;

D. always exercise caution in administering any life support procedures which result in contact with blood or body fluids;

E. gloves should be worn when treatment involves contact with patient’s blood, body fluids, secretions, or excretions in order to avoid accidental contamination of open skin lesions;

F. exercise care to avoid accidental wounds or punctures from sharp instruments, metal, or glass;

G. after coming into contact with a patient, avoid touching your mouth, nose, eyes, or other mucous membranes until you have washed your hands thoroughly;

H. use of a bag-valve-mask with reservoir, a manually-triggered, oxygen-powered resuscitative device, or pocket mask is preferred for patients in respiratory arrest;

I. wash your hands after every call;

J. wash equipment, not able to be sterilized, that comes in contact with patienfs blood, body fluids, secretions, or excretions with a 1 : 10 dilution of sodium hypochiorite (1 part household bleach, 10 parts water);

K. place equipment used in cardiopulmonary resuscitation in an impervious plastic bag and have the equipment sterilized by a hospital, or disposed of

L. place disposable surgical facemask, gloves, and any contaminated articles of clothing not intended to be reused in a plastic bag, place contaminated non-disposable items of clothing in an impervious plastic bag and have them processed by a hospital.

Self contained breathing apperatus
The purpose of this procedure is to assure that all personnel are prepared to perform emergency operations while maintaining the highest degree of personal safety for all personnel.

The use of self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA) is an essential part of the complete personal protective equipment provided for each member of this fire department.

All personnel are expected to use the SCBA whenever the need for respiratory protection is indicated. This shall include any atmosphere that is contaminated with smoke, gases or other by- products of combustion or any atmosphere that contains any known contaminants not normally present in clean air.

Each member is responsible for restoring to service the SCBA they used during an emergency. This shall include replacing the cylinder with a full cylinder, cleaning of the facepiece and harness, testing the unit for proper operation and storing the SCBA in its assigned position. Any problems should be immediately reported to the Officer in Charge and be tagged as “OUT OF SERVICE”.

Red Light Permits & Sirens
Red light permits will be issued by the fire chief, all lights and sirens for personal vehicle use will be furnished by the member. when operating a vehicle with red light and siren all laws set forth by the state of West Virginia and the state fire marshal will be adhered to.
Pagers & Radios

Radios and pagers will be given out by the chief or designated officer. No member shall use their personal radio for department business unless permission is granted by the chief or designated officer.
radio procedures

the use of airway for radio communications is a privledge and not a guaranteed right.  therefore, it is the responsibility of every member of the department to safeguard that privledge.  Therefore, the following rules of conduct will apply:

A. Abusive or profane language will not be permitted

B. personal communications will not be permitted.

C. radio communications will be kept at a minimum at all times.

D. Statements involving probable cause, damage, injury or death will not be made on the air.

E. Statements involving other agencies conduct or procedures will not be permitted on the radio.

F. the department involving other agencies conduct or procedures will not be permitted on the radio.

Radio Procedures for Responding to a call

It shall be the standard operating procedure when paged out to alert Ohio county dispatch of our notification and response.

A. This notification shall be done as soon as possible either on the way to the fire house or upon arrival at the fire house by the officer in charge.

B.    It shall be the responsibility of the passenger to notify Ohio county dispatch when vehicles and persons have

1. Left the station. (enroute)
2. Arrived on the scene  
3. Departed the scene 
4. Back in quarters. (Ready for service)

5. Individual communications at the  scene should be on Fire Ground (2) only.
6. If not responding do not call in.

Radio procedures on the scene

A. You must switch your radio channel over to the fireground channel.
B. Radio traffic must be kept at an absolute  minimum

Loss of or damage to equipment
A. When a pager, portable radio or equipment is damaged or lost, the chief shall be notified immediately.  

B. A damage or lost report explaining the specific circumstances of the damage or loss shall be completed and turned in to the chief within 24 hours.  

C. The necessary replacement of damaged or lost pagers, radios or equipment, that was damaged or lost due to member negligence, shall be replaced at the expense of the member.
Visitors

A. all persons visiting fire house must be accompanied by a member of the Stone Church VFD.
B. Visitors are allowed to look at fire equipment, however, careful attention must be made to ensure equipment is not tampered with (levers pulled, adjusted, doors left open, tools moved etc…..)
C. Children must not be allowed to climb on fire apperatus with out adult supervision.
D. Visitors & Family members are welcome to view training courses, however must remain behind safety lines, established by the training officer.
Fundraising
The fundraising is going to be determined by body of the department.
All members are encouraged to attend and help with fundraising events.
All fudraising will be organized by a fundraising committee.
Committee will be organized when needed. 
Attendance
All firefighters of the fire department need to attempt to make all calls.    

All firefighters need to attempt to make  all training meetings.  When possible all fire fighters need to make the effort to notify the training officer they will not be attending.

All firefighters need to attend a least six business meetings a year  AS A REMINDER BUSINESS MEETINGS ARE where decisions and discussions forthe future of the department take place.  (If a member is not going to attend a business meeting he/she may not complain about what was voted on or decided during that meeting.)  In order to make a difference in a business meeting you must attend.
Firearms / Weapons
· Firearms are prohibited in the fire house at any time.  Including but not limited to fire meetings, on any fire equipment, on scene and any fire department event. 
· (Failure to comply will be grounds for immediate dismissal from fire department)

Financial Statements
A. Financial statement will be prepared monthly.
B. Financial statement will be prepared by the treasurer.

C. Statement will be available by request one week following the reciept of bank statement.  

Training
A. All members shall participate in the department’s monthly training unless excused by the chief or designated officer.

B. Members are also encouraged to participate in additional training activities offered by the department and other organizations

C. members notifying the training officer prior to missing a monthly training session will be given a chance to be able to make up the session (IF the information discussed is available.)  
General Firefighting instructions
apparatus care/Maintenance 
                              Responsibilities — It shall be the responsibility of each member of the department to see that all equipment is ready for use at all times.
A. Apparatus fluids shall be checked regulary
B. apparatus shall be washed as needed.

C. apparatus shall be checked on a regular interval  if there is an extended period of time between emergency calls.

D. Any piece of equipment that is broken, worn; or inoperable shall be indicated on the vehicle inspection check list and given to the highest ranking officer. 

E. Any vehicle or piece of equipment that is out of service shall be clearly indicated or marked

F. It shall be standing operating procedure to take the tanker to all rural fires.

G. Both pumpers are not to be taken to a rural fire. Except authorized by officer In charge.

H. Unauthorized use- Any unauthorized use of equipment including vehicles shall be prohibited.
I. All maintenance runs should be called into Ohio county when leaving the station and returning to station.
Traffic Control On Scene
In the event that traffice control is required there must be a minimum of two individuals equiped with a radio, a reflective safety vest (A flashlight and led lights for night time use are required.)  Individuals must be no less than 300 feet from either side of incident.  Members must use best judgment, all calls are different. 
Helicopter Landings
PURPOSE: To dispatch and safely prepare a landing zone.

POLICY: A helicopter may be requested by the paramedic team treating the patient or the incident commander.

The incident commander is responsible to insure a safe landing zone is established and helicopter knows where the landing zone is located.

1.   A Landing Zone requires a incident commander who will be the principal   liaison with responding helicopter(s).

2.   Once a helicopter is requested and enroute a fire vehicle will be dispatched by the incident commander to the landing zone.

3.  An officer of the Stone Church VFD or designated unit shall be in control of the landing zone under the direction of the incident commander.

4.   Any landing zone (planned or undesignated) will have at least a 100 foot radial landing zone clear of overhead wires, free from debris, flat, level from surface and marked with a landing point marker, cones, strobes, flares and/or vehicles. If a landing point marker is used, it must be securely fastened to the ground to withstand rotor wash. A member of the landing zone sector will physically walk around the landing zone to insure that debris and obstacle are removed. The landing zone sector officer will describe the landing zone and will report potential hazards wires, trees, etc.) to the flight crew, with special emphasis on the height and location of overhead wires within 300 feet of the landing zone. If the landing zone has dry sand or dirt, the on scene engine will use a booster line to wet it down, if possible.

5.   The landing zone shall be secured by the Stone Church VFD by establishing a 200-ft radial buffer. Only authorized emergency personnel shall be permitted within the 200 ft. buffer area.

6.   The coordinates of the landing zone can be established by the Ohio County Communications. Give Dispatch your closest intersection, they will use software to establish the coordinates and pass these onto the helicopter or use of a handheld GPS (Global Positioning System) Incident commander can relay the coordinates directly to helicopter.
7.   Stone Church VFD is responsible for the safety of all emergency personnel and the public during landing, on ground time, loading, and take-off of the helicopter(s). All persons will stay out of the landing zone during landing and take-off. When it is on the ground emergency personnel will approach the helicopter only after approval from the pilot/flight crew and then only from the front or sides. Never approach from the direction of the tail rotor. Fire department persons entering the landing zone are to wear a fastened helmet, eye protection ear protection when possible. Do not shine lights on the aircraft, since these may blind or disorient the pilot.

8.   A fire engine will be staged at the safest practical distance in a standby mode prepared to move in for a fast attack. A minimum of two firefighters in full turnout gear and donned SCBAS, prepared to makes a fast attack, if necessary. If a fire attack is initiated, 1-3\4” handlines will be the minimum fire fighting handlines used. One fully equipped firefighter (Turnout gear and SCBA) with a 80 lb. BC fire extinguisher on hand shall be ready to move in Air regulators on SCBA  may be disconnected, but ready in the event of and emergency.

9.   The landing zone officer will maintain communications with the helicopter, but will not radio it during the last 30 seconds of landing except to report an immediate hazard. If so, he reports “Abort Landing” or “Go Around”.

10. The landing zone officer will report the landing and takeoff of the helicopter(s) to radio dispatch for time documentation.

response in personal vehicles

A.   when responding in a personal vehicle to an emergency, All     members   will abide by all West Virginia traffic laws.  including speed limits, traffic signals, etc……
B. At no time will a member use their lights and sirens in a manner not intended.  They shall be used for emergency purposes only.

D. Personal vehicles will be parked far enough away from the scene to keep from impeeding the  arrival  of all responding apparatus.

E. no member under the influence of drugs or alcohol shall be permitted to operate any apperatus or equipment at any time.  this also includes personal vehicles that are responding to the scene. if they are caught he or she will be suspended on the spot and will be fully prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law.

responding in fire department apparatus

A. Driver operator shall do a walk around of the apparatus before boarding the apparatus.

B. when responding in fire department apparatus to an emergency, all members will abide by all West Virginia traffic laws.  Including speed limits, traffic signals, etc…..

C. All firefighters shall be fully bunkered out before leaving fire house. (Minimum two firefighters per vehicle, unless authorized by the officer in charge.)
D. emergency lights and sirens shall be turned on when leaving the station on emergency response.

E. all apperatus shall stop at all red lights and intersections to ensure the intersection is clear before proceeding.

F. All apparatus red lights should remain on parked vehicles to make the scene more easily visible to incoming emergency units and to protect the scene.

G. driver operators shall be courteous and respectful of other vehicles at all times.  Driver operator shall not assume that they have the right of way.
H. wheel chocks will be used every time the apparatus is stopped and the driver leaves the cab of the apperatus.

I. apparatus shall not be backed up without a guide stationed at the left rear of the apperatus to assist the driver.  (if there is sufficient manpower).

J. no member under the influence of drugs or alcohol shall be permitted to operate any apperatus or equipment at any time.  

Response to mutual aid assistance
A. only personnel & equipment needed should respond.  
B. remain at the station until released (when station is on standby.)
Arriving at the scene
Scene Command

When An officer is on scene, arriving members shall immediately report to that officer to notify of their presence and receive orders.

If a member arrives on scene prior to the arrival of an officer, that member shall immediately report to the Incident Commander  to receive orders. 

Members must be careful to perform only activities for which they have been trained and feel comfortable performing.
 Members must be honest about their abilities to insure their personal safety and the safety of other fire fighters on the scene.
If a member does not feel comfortable following an order given by an officer member shall tell officer they do not feel comfortable with that assignment. 

If a member must leave a scene prior to the completion of incident, the member shall report to the officer in charge in order to be officially released, prior to leaving the scene.

Vehicle Fires
Upon arrival at the scene of a vehicle fire the engine should be placed no closer than 75 feet away from the auto on fire. In the event a pick-up truck is involved the distance shall be increased to 100 feet. In the event a tractor trailer is involved, first check for placecards or indications that hazardous materials are involved. If no hazardous materials are present, then the apparatus should be placed no closer than 120 feet. If hazardous materials are present or suspected, stay up—wind and refer to NFPA Guide to Hazardous Materials carried in each vehicle.

· Do not position the apparatus near the fuel tanks of the vehicle involved.

· Full protective clothing including SCBA is required.

· Attack of the fire shall be made from a 45 degree angle with a fog stream. 

Auto Accident With Injuries

A. During an auto accident involving injuries the Officer in Charge shall take charge of the scene and coordinate efforts with the scene EMS person in charge of patient care. 
B. If the ranking officer is taking part in patient care, then the next ranking line officer shall assume the responsibilities of the Officer in Charge. 
C. The Officer in Charge shall decide when the scene is safe for the EMS persons to operate near or in the vehicles involved.

Chimney Fires

A. Upon arrival at the scene of a chimney fire the officer riding the apparatus, shall take a hand light and survey the situation. 
B. Two firefighters shall be in full turnout gear and pull a 1 3/4” attack line at the entrance closest to the fire.
C. The line shall be charged and bled of air. The line should not enter the   structure, unless directed to do so by the Officer in Charge or visible fire is present inside the structure.
D. Chimney flares, laddrs etc…will be made ready
E. To minimize damage all other   firefighters shall remain outside the structure (except Officers), until instructed by an officer differently.

F. Upon evaluation that there is a fire in the chimney a distingishing agent will be applied from the Bottom of the chimney.

Structure Fires

Size up

Safety is the top priority when you arrive at the scene, followed by exposure protection, rescue, confinement of the fire, followed by extinguishment and overhaul.  With salvage and ventilation being performed as needed

Rescue

All members shall follow the rules of engagement and accountability guidelines  when operating at any fire scene. The officer in charge shall attempt to ascertain whether there is any person or persons in the structure and try to pinpoint where they are.  The search and rescue team must make a quick and thorough search of the structure.  The rescue team shall consist of a minimum of two firefighters.
All operations shall be a team effort and no person shall ever work as an individual or disregard the STANDARD OPERATING GUIDELINES or RULES OF ENGAGEMENT established by the department. It is the duty of all members to report unsafe operations, unnecessary destruction of property, and to report violations of the departmental rules and regulations.

All arson suspected fires shall be reported to the Chief ASAP and in the event of a death or excessive injuries or loss; the State Fire Marshal shall be notified immediately.

When a fatality has occurred as a result of fire, all efforts shall be made to preserve the scene. the body shall be covered by salvage covers and left where found until the arrival of the State Fire Marshal if possible. The fire scene should be viewed as a crime scene until proven otherwise.

A minimum of two firefighters shall be maintained when operations occur inside the structure or on the roof. When one of the two firefighters has to leave, both members must exit. No firefighter shall exit or leave their team without reporting to the team leader.

No member shall mount or dismount the apparatus, unless the vehicle is at a full stop.

No member shall mount the apparatus in a position where they cannot carry out the duties assigned to it unless specifically told to do so by an officer.

All members reporting to the scene in their personal vehicles shall report directly to the officer In Charge. When released from the scene all members shall return to the station to assist in the cleaning and reloading of hose and other tasks required For returning the apparatus to an  “IN SERVICE” condition.

Any person who wishes to leave must  notify the ranking officer.

When inside a structure and you hear 2 long blasts on the air horns or sirens and/or three pulses in water pressure on the hose, exit the structure immediately.

Cancelled CALLS.
· All firefighters responding to calls that are cancelled, must return to the firehouse to make sure all equipment is returned unless otherwise released by the incident commander.
Safety Standards for facial hair
A. Facial hair must be trimmed neatly
B. You may have a beard or mustach, go-tee (if it does not impair the seal of the scba)
C. If you cannot seal a scba correctly then your facial hair must be removed or you will be inhaling smoke.
Medical

All new members shall have a physical exam and hepatitis shots, as determined by the fire department, prior to membership.  The department shall identify any additional physical requirements the candidate shall meet.  Each firefighter is urged to get an annual physical.
Existing members that develop major medical problems shall have certification  by a physician TO RETURN TO ACTIVE DUTY..

Confined Space Operations

All members shall follow the RULES OF ENGAGEMENT AND ACCONTABILITY GUIDELINES WHEN ON SCENE. Incidents that require fire department members to enter confined spaces for firefighting and/or rescue, present very serious potential dangers. in order to operate safely in these situations, special precautions must be taken and rigidly enforced.

Confined spaces include caverns, tunnels, pipes, tanks, and any other locations where ventilation and access are restricted by the configuration of the space. These factors may also apply to basements. Confined space incidents may involve injured persons, persons asphyxiated or overcome by toxic substances, cave-ins or fires occurring within the space. Pre-incident planning is an important factor in dealing with these situations.

Operations within confined spaces shall be approached with extreme caution. Direct supervision is required and all safety precautions and procedures shall be rigidly enforced, Operations shall be conducted in a manner, which avoids premature commitment to unknown risks.

In order to provide adequate support for confined space incidents, Command shall provide a minimum 2:1 ratio of members outside the confined space to support members working within. This shall include a stand-by rescue team with a 1:1 ratio to provide emergency assistance to the members in the confined space. This team shall be equipped with breathing apparatus and standing by to enter ifneeded. An EMS Sector shall also be provided near the entrance/exit point.

In order to provide this capability, the EMS shall be dispatched on any incident where confined space operations are indicated. An Incident Safety Officer shall also be assigned.

Before allowing members to enter a confined space, the officer in command must attempt to gather any available information about the nature ofthe situation or hazard, particularly as it pertains to the atmosphere inside the space. THIS IS CRITICAL WHEN THE SITUATION INVOLVES UNCONSCIOUS VICTIMS OR PERSONS WHO MAY HAVE BEEN OVERCOME BY THE ATMOSPHERE INSIDE THE SPACE. Command must assume that an unsafe atmosphere exists within

the confined space until/unless testing establishes it is safe.

When test instruments are available, readings of oxygen concentration, explosive gas or vapor concentrations, carbon monoxide and hydrogen sulfide shall be takenbefore entering.

ALL MEMBERS entering confined spaces SHALL use breathing apparatus, Command must evaluate the need for extended duration or airline supplied breathing apparatus provide for the response of this equipment when necessary.

Breathing apparatus shall be used without exception in confined spaces until or unless analysis of the atmosphere confirms that it is safe to breath. Members shall not remove face pieces or take any other action to compromise the effectiveness of their breathing apparatus while inside the confined space atmosphere.

Protective clothing shall be worn as required by the situation, depending on an evaluation ofthe hazards and the products, which may be inside the confined space.

When feasible, Command should establish a Ventilation Team to begin operations directed at providing fresh air and or exhausting contaminated air from the confined space. Any electrical or mechanical equipment taken inside the confined space, including lighting equipment, shall be an explosion proof type, when any flammable hazard is suspected. When ventilating a confined space containing flammable vapors or gases, ventilation must consider the concentration in relation to the flammable limits.

The Incident Safety Officer will consult with Command on the safety measures and precautions to be taken in each case. Command will assign an Incident Safety Officer to assume these responsibilities. The Incident Safety Officer shall evaluate the risks and enforce all safety requirements associated with the particular situation. If the Incident Safety Officer judges that an operation is unsafe, the operation shall be suspended.

Command shall assure that members entering a confined space do not commit themselves to travel within the space beyond a point that provides sufficient air reserve to return and exit safely, with at least a 5- minute safety margin. The time available for operations inside shall be estimated based on air supply and monitored by members outside, as well as the entry team. Where feasible, lifelines shall be used by members entering the confined space.

An “Accountability Officer” shall be established at the entrance/exit to control access to the confined space. The Accountability Officer shall record the names, assignments, entry times, and SCBA cylinder pressures of all members entering the confined space. The Accountability Officer will maintain a time awareness of the expected exit time for each individual based on air supply at the time of entry and provide a warning at the predetermined time to begin exit procedures. Warning will be provided by radio or other communications system.

When working in confined spaces with very restricted access, members shall wear rescue harnesses if available, to provide for extrication by rope.

A primary function of the Accountability Officer is to control the number of members and prevent crowding at the entrance to the confined space.

Operational Procedures at Natural and Liquefied Petroleum Gas Leaks

Information

A.  As much information as possible should be obtained from the person reporting the leak; information such as the type of product, amount or size of the container, how long has it been leaking, are there any known ignition sources in the vicinity.

B.  Size-up (gathering of information) should start as soon as the alarm is received and continue while responding to determine the extent and details of the leak.

C.  Once size-up has completed, apparatus should be staged so that only the minimum amount of equipment and members become exposed to the potential of an explosion.

 Operational Procedures

A.  If the strategy is to enter the affected area or structure, a briefing of members should occur with the pertinent details covered such as the type of gas, source of leak, ventilation in place, and use of SCBA. Notify utility company if necessary.

B.  The tactics should involve the minimum number (at least 2) of members needed to accomplish them, and all remaining members shall be staged in a safe and secure area. All operations that can be completed outside of the structure should be done outside. Every reported gas leak must be treated seriously and the risk to the firefighters managed as safely as possible.

 Use of Equipment

A.  SCBA must be worn in contaminated or suspected areas of gas vapors. Should there be a leak, it is possible that the gas may displace the air in the area such as a basement. The area would be oxygen deficient, and you could suffocate. Should an explosion occur, you will need to not only survive the explosive effect but also the burning gases. While the fire may only be a momentary flash, should you be inhaling a breath at that moment you could severely damage your respiratory system.

B.  if a gas meter is needed notify utility company and secure the danger.

General Considerations

 Characteristics of Gases

A. natural gas (methane) is colorless, treated with an odor detector, lighter than air rises and may be more predominant in the upper levels of a structure.

B. lp gas (propane or butane) is colorless, treated with an odor detector, heavier than air -- settles and may be more predominant in the lower levels of a structure. caution if the structure has strong air currents. as an example, up open stairways or stud channels as may happen in a wood frame balloon constructed building. the vapors may also be found in the upper levels as well as the lower.

 ignition sources

while it is impossible to identify every potential ignition source, some of the   more common ones to be considered are as follows:

a. pilot lights of appliances

b. motors that may start

A. arcing from electrical switches opening or closing - could be as small as a flashlight to as large as a knife switch on an electrical cut off

B. static electricity arc. while it is impossible to outline every possible problem that may be encountered or anticipated dealing with gas leaks or solutions to resolve them, they should be treated with the utmost care. personnel exposed to the consequences of an explosion should be limited to only the number required to perform the tactical assignments

C. it is essential that a good size-up is done, the real problems identified, a sound strategy developed, and tactical assignments made to support the strategy.

FIRE CODE VIOLATIONS

Most flammable liquid incidents involve Fire Code Violations. A Fire Prevention Inspector or Investigator should be requested to investigate this aspect of the incident and take appropriate action.

Tactical Plans for Flammable
Liquid Incidents
Flammable liquids present particular problems for fire protection, health, safety, and environmental protection. The frequency of encounters with flammable liquids makes them a particular concern for the Fire Department.

The main operational problems with flammable liquids are fire extinguishments, ignition prevention, and disposal of spills. All three of these may be involved in the same incident.

Extinguishment

The principal agent for flammable liquid firefighting is AFFF (Aqueous Film Forming Foam). Initial attack on any flammable liquid fire should be made with AFFF.

The extinguishing action of AFFF is based on its ability to rapidly cover the flammable liquid surface with a film. This film prevents the escape of flammable vapors but may have difficulty sealing against hot metal surfaces. The application of AFFF should be gentle to avoid breaking the seal and agitating the liquid below.

Some flammable liquids are difficult or impossible to extinguish with AFFF, including alcohols, gasohol, ketones, and other polar solvents. It may be possible to extinguish some of these liquids with a higher application rate of regular AFFF. A supply of alcohol-type foam concentrate (AFFF/ATC) is to be used on alcohol and polar solvent incidents. If this is not available, call mutual aid for availability. Gasohol is gasoline containing approximately 10% alcohol. If AFFF will not extinguish a gasohol fire, it may be possible to use a short application of water to separate the gasoline from the alcohol. The alcohol and water will sink allowing the fire to be extmguished as an ordinary gasoline fire

SPILLS

Flammable liquid spills include spills without fire and any remaining fuel after a fire has been extinguished. In both ofthese cases, the liquid must be protected to prevent ignition until it can be picked up or removed.

All members working around spills must wear fill protective clothing to afford protection in case of possible ignition. SCBA must be used in vapor areas.

1 . Cover spills immediately with AFFF to seal vapors. The application may need to be repeated regularly, as the seal will break down in 10 to 20 minutes. For polar liquids use Alcohol-Type Concentrate AFFF. Check for escaping vapors with a combustible gas indicator to judge when the seal is breaking down.
2. Control ignition sources in the area ofthe spill. Extinguish pilot lights, flares, open flames, etc. Prohibit smoking. Position all vehicles to prevent contact ofvapor with running engines or exhaust. Disconnect electrical power from a remote location to prevent arc-caused ignition.

3 . Do not permit the flammable liquid to run-off into storm drains, sewers, or drainage systems. Hazmat operations level firefighters will dam the run-off and cover the spill with AFFF pending disposal. If no operations level firefighters are available, call for mutual aid.

DISPOSAL

I. Large quantity spills should be picked up with a tanker truck whenever possible. This requires a fuel transfer pump or vacuum truck and personnel familiar with fuel transfer precautions. A private contractor must be contacted to conduct this. Contacting ofa private contractor should be done with consultation of the ohio county ema.

2. Smaller spills, which cannot be picked up with a tanker, must be absorbed or emulsified.

a. Absorbent materials, in rolls and pads, may be used to absorb small spills.

b. Emulsifying agents may be mixed with hydrocarbon fuels, allowing them to be diluted with water. This method should be used only for small spills, which can be flushed into a storm drain or dispersed in a safe open area

A small spill is one, which is too small to be retrieved by other means (absorbent or tank truck).

SAFETY

All members working around a flammable liquid spill must wear full protective clothing. This includes SCBA when working in and around areas where flammable vapors are present.

Unless absolutely necessary, members shall not work in a spill area. When this is necessary to perform a rescue or control a leak, the spill must be covered with AFFF and all possible precautions against ignition must be taken. The area shall be monitored with a combustible gas indicator. These operations will be conducted by Hazmat Technician level firefighters with proper equipment. 

members in full protective clothing using 1 1/2 inch lines will perform Flushing of small spills. members will not walk or stand in the spill during this process. The runoff must be monitored to be sure it is thoroughly mixed and diluted and flows to a safe location.

The number of exposed members must be kept to a minimum.

Hazardous Materials Tactical Plan

This plan provides a basic philosophy and strategic plan for hazardous materials situations. All Stone Church VFD Standard Operating Guidelines, unless superceded by a specific part of this plan, remain in effect for Hazardous Materials incidents.

Hazardous Materials incidents encompass a wide variety of potential situations including fires, spills, transportation accidents, chemical reactions, explosions, and similar events. Hazards involved may include toxicity, flammability, radiological hazards, corrosives, explosives, health hazards, chemical reactions, and combinations of factors. This plan provides a general framework for handling a hazardous materials incident but does not address the specific tactics or control measures for particular incidents.

This procedure is specifically applicable to known hazardous materials incidents, but it does not reduce the need for appropriate safety precautions at every incident. The use of proper turnouts and SCBA whenever appropriate and the utilization of all Standard Operating Procedures on a continuing basis is the starting point for this plan.

Alarm and Dispatch

The person receiving the alarm will attempt to obtain any and all information from the person reporting a hazardous materials incident. Then ohio county ema shall be notified. The information should, if possible include material name and/or type, amount and size of container(s), problem (leak, spill, fire, etc.) and material(s) dangerous properties.

If the call comes from a person with particular knowledge of the hazardous situation, have that person meet and direct the arriving units. Any firefighter left in station or the arriving relief driver will immediately begin to research the situation using resources at his disposal (pre-fire plans, reference books, telephone contact, etc.) They will also obtain the prevailing wind speed and direction and announce them to responding units,

The first arriving officer will establish Command and begin a size-up. The first unit must consciously avoid committing itself to a dangerous situation. When approaching, slow down or stop to assess any visible activity taking place. Evaluate effects of wind, topography, and location of the situation.

Command will advise ALL OTHER UNITS to stage until instmcted to take specific action. Units must stage in a safe location, taking into account wind, spill flow, explosion potential, and similar factors in any situation.

Incident Command

For all hazardous materials incidents, other than those that are handled on a routine basis, command shall be established or transferred to an officer with the following qualifications:

minimum of training equal to the first responder operations level and in addition have competency in the following areas:

a. know and be able to implement the fire department incident command system;

b. know how to implement the fire department hazardous materials tactical plan

c. know and understand the hazards and risks associated with firefighters working in protective clothing; d. know how to implement the city’s disaster plan

e. know of the county and state emergency response plans and of the Federal regional response team f. know and understand the importance of decontamination procedures.
command must make a careful size-up before deciding on a commitment. it may be necessary to take immediate action to make a rescue or evacuate an area, but this should be done with an awareness of the risk to fire department members, and taking advantage of available protective equipment. the objective ofthe size-up is to identify the nature and severity ofthe immediate problem and gather sufficient information to formulate a valid action plan. a hazardous materials incident requires a more cautious and deliberate size- up than most fire situations.

avoid premature commitment of companies and members to potentially hazardous locations. proceed with caution in evaluating risks before formulating a plan and keep uncommitted companies at a safe distance.

identify a hazardous area based on potential danger, taking into account materials involved, time of day, wind and weather conditions location of the incident, and degree of risk to unprotected personnel take immediate action to evacuate and/or rescue persons in critical danger, ilpossible, providing for safety of rescuers. ,

the major problem in most cases is to identify the type of materials involved in a situation, and the hazards presented, before formulating a plan of action. look 
for labels, markers, and shipping papers, refer to pre fire plans, and ask personnel at the scene (plant management, responsible party, truck drivers, fire department specialist). utilize reference materials carried on apparatus and have dispatcher contact other sources for assistance in sizing up the problem 
(Chemtek, other agencies, fire department specialists, manufacturers of materials, etc.).

action plan

based on the initial size-up and any information available, command will have to formulate an action plan to deal with the situation.

most hazardous materials are intended to be maintained in a sale condition for handling and use through confinement in a container or protective system. the emergency is usually related to the material escaping from the protective container or system and creating a hazard on the exterior. the strategic plan must include a method to get the hazardous material back into a safe container, dispose of it, neutralize it, or allow it to dissipate safely. the specific action plan must identify the method of hazard control and identify the resources available and/or required to accomplish this goal. it may be necessary to select one method over another due to the unavailability of a particular resource or to adopt a “holding action” wait for needed equipment or supplies.

as a general policy, the Ohio county dispatch will be notified to contact the Ohio county ema and request to dispatch the  emergency response team for hazardous materials. the  emergency response team will be called to any situation involving direct contact with hazardous materials in which the proper protective equipment; trained personnel; control material; or equipment is not available locally.

the action plan must provide for:

1. safety of citizens

2. safety of firefighters

3. evacuation of endangered area, if necessary

4. control of situation

5. stabilization of hazardous materials, and/or

6. disposal or removal of hazardous material.

avoid conimitting members and equipment prematurely or “experimenting” with techniques and tactics, many times it is necessary to evacuate and wait for special equipment or expert help.

control of hazardous area

a hazardous material incident has two zones associated with the scene, similar to a fire. there are the HOT ZONE and the WARM ZONE.

hot zone

the hot zone is the area in which members are potentially in immediate danger from the hazardous condition. this is established by Command and controlled by the fire department. access to this area will be rigidly controlled and only members with proper protective equipment and an assigned activity will enter. all personnel and equipment will remain in designated staging areas until assigned. members will be assigned to monitor entry and exit of all personnel from the hazard zone. the hot zone should be geographically described to all responding units, ifpossible. (a sector may be established to control access to the hot zone and maintain an awareness of which members are working in the area.)

Warm Zone

the warm zone is the larger area surrounding the hot zone in which a lesser degree of risk to members exists. all civilians would be removed from this area. the limits of this zone will be enforced by the police department based on distances and directions established in consultation with command. the area to be evacuated depends on the nature and amount of the material and type of risk it presents to unprotected personnel (toxic, explosive, etc.).

in some cases, it is necessary to completely evacuate a radius around a site for a certain distance (i.e. potential explosion).

in other cases, it may be advisable to evacuate a path downwind where toxic or flammable vapors may be carried (and control ignition sources in case of flammable vapors).

NOTE: When toxic or irritant vapors are being carried downwind, it may be more effective to keep everyone indoors with windows and doors closed to prevent contact with the material instead of evacuating the area. in these cases, companies would be assigned to patrol the area assisting citizens in shutting down ventilation systems and evacuating persons with susceptibility to respiratory problems. in all cases, the responsibility for safety of all potentially endangered citizens rests with Command.

use of non-fire department personnel

in some cases, it may be advantageous to use non-fire department personnel to evaluate hazards and perform certain functions for which they would have particular experience or ability.

When such members are outfitted with breathing apparatus, etc., they must be made aware of the functions, limitations and safety precautions necessary in their use. fire department members with the necessary protective equipment must closely monitor and/or accompany such personnel for safety.

BE AWARE THAT COMMAND IS RESPONSIBLE FOR THE SAFETY OF ALL PERSONS  INVOLVED IN ANY INCIDENT.
